If you have donated to these
groups you may contact the Better Business Bureau and consult with your attorney about
your options. AHISD has sent a “cease and desist” notice to these groups and filed a
complaint with the US Department of Justice.

AHJS Theatre Recycling Program In our continued efforts toward community service and
in conjunction with this year’s Junior School Musical, Sponge Bob, we are adding a recycling
program. As most of you know, our oceans and the animal life that reside in them are
endangered by human produced debris. Technical Theatre students will be exploring
innovative, artistic ways to utilize recyclable materials to create set pieces, props, and even
costumes.
