Personal Electronic Devices at School: For the past several years, in our elementary
schools and our junior school, we have prohibited the use of cell phones and other personal
devices during regular school hours (including passing periods and lunch) as a result of
recommendations from the Heart of Heights team to promote healthy social and emotional
development for this age student. Students may have cell phones on campus, however, to
use before and after school hours, but they must be stored away all-day during school hours
[elementary: backpacks in cubbies; AHIS: in their lockers].

This applies to all personal electronic devices, including the Apple watch. Their use is
prohibited at school, and we ask that you assist our efforts by making certain your child
does not bring them to school. If you have an emergency and need to contact your child
during the day, you may call the campus office. Also, please remind your child that if they
choose to bring any electronic device to school, they should be diligent in storing it in a safe
location (at the Junior School, it is important to remind students to lock their locker at all

times.)
